At St Marks Nursery we hope that

every child will be able to do the fol-
lowing before moving to Reception-

*To have some favourite story
books, rhymes and songs

*To be able to repeat phrases from
familiar stories and rhymes

*To be able to suggest how a story
may end

*To listen to stories one to one and
in a group showing good listening
and attention

*To describe story settings, events
and characters

*To recognise print in the environ-
ment and in their every day life

*To recognise their own name

*To handle books carefully, inde-
pendently and with interest

*To hold the book the correct way
up and turn the pages one by one

*To show an interest in illustrations
