St Marks RC Primary School Nursery Changing Policy and Procedure

St Marks Nursery is happy to change children’s nappies and does not ask parents and carers that their child be toilet trained on joining the nursery.  When you feel your child is ready to come out of nappies we will be happy to continue to use the same methods or routines that you are using at home.  Please talk to Nursery staff when you feel your child is ready and arrangements can be made.
When will my child be changed?

Nappy changing and cleaning/changing a child who has soiled/wet their clothing takes place in accordance with the individual child’s needs and not in accordance with any routine.
Who will change my child?

Only school staff who know your child will be involved in changing.  All staff members have current Disclosure on Barring Service checks (DBS).   Volunteers, visitors or students will not be permitted to change a child’s nappy/soiled/wet clothing. 
Where will my child be changed?
Before taking a child to change their nappy/ soiled/wet clothing, the staff member responsible will inform another member of staff. This is to ensure other staff members do not worry if they have seen that a child is missing from the group and also ensures that staff members are aware of where other members of staff are.  Your child will be taken to the changing room and a sign put on the door to ensure that there is privacy.
Tell me about the changing routine

Staff members will ensure that the area is clean before changing a child’s nappy/soiled clothing/wet clothing. 

Children’s nappies will be changed on the floor using a nappy changing mat. This is to ensure the health and safety of staff members and to ensure children do not fall from a height. 

Staff will use masks, disposable gloves and aprons while dealing with your child.   Your child will be cleaned carefully with baby wipes or on occasion popped in the shower if they are very soiled.

Staff wash their hands, wipe down the mat with anti bacterial spray after use and a sheet will be signed and dated to say what has been done.
How can I help?

Please could you provide a supply of nappies, wipes and nappy bags for your child in a clearly named bag.   Please also ensure that your child has a change of underwear, trousers/tights in their bag too.
